Old business:

· Ecumenical Musical Gathering plans: Five local churches and the St. Jude’s Sanctuary choir will participate in a song and prayer celebration on Sunday, October 4th. The event will be followed by a reception in the Parish Hall hosted by the St. Bernadette’s Guild ladies.
