Ministries

Summer Missions are offered to teens grades 7-12. These ministries have sent a group to our sister parish in Mexico for the past seven years, however, because of the negative situation in that country of late, they will not be going this year.  Rick replied to John’s request for perhaps having some teens assisting with lectors at the 5:30 mass positively.  Any teenager is welcome to attend the teen ministries. It appears we have a vibrant and contributing teen ministry at St. Jude.
